From time to time the question is raised overseas: how
many Indians are there still on the American scene today?
Where do they live? What type of work do they perform?

The exact number of Indians is not known precisely be-
cause it thas been difficult to formulate an accurate defini-
tion of the name “Indian” in American legal ferminoclogy.

In a report of 12 December 1952 the Congress of the
United States stated that there were 400.0000 Indians on the
rolls including those of Alaska.

The word “iribe” is also difficult to explain, Tribes are
not easily located in a complex geography such as the United
States. It is actually impossible to estimate how many tribes
there are at present. However, in 1960 the Indian Bureau of
The Department of the Interior published the following sta-
tistic: that there were approximately 304 pieces of land ((re-
servations, colonies, ranchos and communities

The indian language consists of several dialects. There
are also many diiferences in the clothing, ways of life, food
and culture of these tribes. There are others who would like
to forget their past and acquire new ways as their fellow ci-
tizens in the United States.

How does the average Indian make a living? The ma-
jority works on farms which they manage — others perform
manual work and are engaged in trades. The Cherekoo Re-
servation in the State of North Carolina, for example, sup-
ports 15 percent of its population with the articrafts of the
Indians.

The Indians Bureau in Washington DC ig in charge of
the economic progress of the Indians. The Americans every-
where are encouraged to support and sponsor Indian cultural
projelts. From 1952 on until 1960 there were 33.000 Indians
employed in miscellaneous industries. The Indian “‘reserva-
tion” in other words, is a parcel of land that is put aside for
the use of the Indian fribe. These reservations were insti-
tuted prior to 1871 as a result of negotiations and contracts
between the United States and the Indian tribes, These 300
reservations in America are being kept up by fedral manage-
ment. Some of them are the Pueblos in the States of New
Mexico, the colonies in Nevada and the rancherias in Cali-
fornia.

The Indiang are American citizens. Their American ci-
tizenship was first recognized on the 2nd of June 1924, They
pay taxes and are inducted in the Armed Forces. A great
many of them are now attending Universities with the aim
of someday paying a more responsible role in American so-
ciety. '

THE NEW CITY: ITS STONE MONUMENT
AS HISTORICAL REFERENCES

The Act of foundation of New Panama was set down on
the 21st, of January, 1673, directing its proceedings Governor
Fernandez de Codrdoba and Bishop Antonic De Ledn. Not-
withstanding the evident opposition of the residents to quit
the crumbling City. the constant menace of the sea-rovers
prowling around Tahoga (1680}, left them no other predica-
ment but to rush the erection of the walls, that were finish-
ed by 1686.

If may well be suppose the City was not then totally.
built, such as it is shown on the map of 1688, but whon buiid-
ing plots were assigned it fell one to the Cathedral and like-
wise to each and every one of the Institutions previously
established in the Old City. But the walls, ten meters high
and three meters thick swallowed up s¢ much currency in
its construction, that the Privy Council in Spain asked in
irony if such wells were not made of gold.

THE CATHEDRAIL: Around 1688 Bishop Lucas Fernan-
dez de Piedrahita placed the cornerstone of the Cathedral.
After him the works were carried on by Bishops Diedo La-
drén de Guevara in 1699, and Dr. Francisco Javier de Luna
Victoria Castro in 1759 and Don Remigio De Santa Fé, in
1766, saw to its conclusion, on this opportunity, took place
the installation of the bells moved from the tower of Old
Panama, bells which were hushed since the pirates stormed
the City, and that now, on festival days, so fills the space
with ifs merry tolls. About ifs silvery melody there, is 2
legent repeated by Lady Mallet: “When the bells were heing
cast in Badajoz. Spain, the Queen happened to be there in
the shops on a visit, and on being informed the bells were
destined for the Capital of Tierra Firme, she despoiled her-
self of her own gold jewels, of the metallic ore of Castilla
de Oro, and threw themn into the cruset”. And farther on
Lady Mallet adds: “The improvements made on the Cathe-
dral impaired its artistic value, the Colonial tiles of its roof
were changed for corrugated iron and an intent was made
to whitewash with lime the mothers-of-pearl shells splend-
ing from the towers. Together with some other lady-friends
we called on Piza, Arosemena and other gentleman owners
of pearlfisheries. And glady all they agreed fo send over
to the church so many shells, that soon we had an ample
stock and could make out the best samples to cover both
towers”.

And as a further atraction for tourists let us remembar
that on the chief altar of the Cathedral there is a beautiful
painting of Qur Lady of the Rosary, an oil in Murille’s style,
worth admiring by all lovers of Art.

THE JESUIT ORDER: This Order, once established in
Old Panama {1575}, devoted itself to teaching. Ag teachers
they taught the first letiers to children and afterwards to
the higher grades, Latin and Grammar. When the Order
moved to the new city. it was assigned to it a building plot
for a convent and church, and very soon with the valuable
help if the Most Ilustrious Bishop Javier de Luna Victoria
y Castro. the Order was In a position to build in 1749 one of
the most beautiful houses in Panama. razed down by a fire in
1761, whose ruins even now are a mude witness to its past
splendor. The Order of the Jesuits was expeled out of the
country on orders from Charles III, in 1789,

La MERCED: It is possible and there is reason to admit
it. that when the Cld City was “moved” to the new one all
the neighbours --religious and civil— transported in ships
censtruction material spared by the devastation: lumber. fin-
ished stones, columns. flat paving stones, and so it may be
true that much of what we see in La Merced church it came
from Old Panama.

SAN JOSE: So much can be said about the shining Gol-
den Altar in San José Church. Encrusted in gold it is the
same that embellished the church in old Panama. and which
at the approach of the pirates was hurriedly taken off and
hidden. Transported to the new city the timber from the
chief Altar in the Barefooted Agustines’ Church —a convent
not reached by the flames— was again set up in Panamaé. in
the humble church of San José, at Eighth St. We see it there
to-day. glistoring in the full of its antiquity and history so
rare,

SANTO DOMINGO: This church knew better days, for
it was no second to nose in sizo and magnificence. The fam-
ous Flat Arch arose as facade, which notwithstanding its
shape, has victoricusly withstood during ttwo centuries the
slaughts of the weather and fire in 1761, which broke down
the edifice, but left the Arch unscathed. It is told that the
monk who was building itt was perturbed at being unable {o
lend it consistency and solidity: every time he thought fin-
ished his work, down it crumbled. For the third and last
time, he decided to try. He tried and won and no wishing
to outlive a possible failure. for a long time he stood impas-
gible under the Flat Arch. It’s the same one that we ses
teday. and when the Engineers of the Canal Commission stu-
died the land and the scismical relations to it, they were fa-
vorably impressed by the stability of the Flat Arch.

SAN FRANCISCO CONVENT: It was the principal reli-
gicus center in the city. In one of its halls took place the
Bolivarian Congress in 1826. The Hall now is the seat of
tre Bolivarian Society of Panama, and over its chief door
there is an inscription thus: “Convent of San Francisco'’s Ca-
pitular Hall where in 1826 the Anfictionic Congress of Pan.
ama, convened by Bolivar, met to approve the Protocols of
the Istmus”,

THE NUNS OF THE CONCEPTION: They were the first
to move to the slopes of Ancon, led by Brother Gonzalo. who
according to what have been said, lent them company on
their returns from Lima, The Nuns’' Convent was turned
into military quarters in the vears clapsing between 1860 {o
1870, In 1905 it was demolished, besides the old Theatre by
the Republican Government to give place to the building
of the Government Palace of fo-day. In the Nuns’ Quarters
stationed the military forces under General Domingo Diaz
when the people took up arms in defense of the happenings
of the 3rd. of November, 1903.

By Law 11 of October 1856 the State Legislature order-
ed the demolition of the City walls. There are yet scme sec-
tions of them in the Bovedas and along the sea and in the
place where the Reduct of Jesus stood (Mano de Tigre). which
protected the Earthes Gate of the walled city. just behind
the building of the Naticonal Cify Bank of New York.
